INSTALLATION

To install safety signs, ensure the installation area is clean and dry. Decide on the
exact position before you remove the backing paper. Remove the smallest portion of
the split backing paper and align over the specified area. Carefully press in place.
Slowly peel back the remaining paper and smooth the remaining portion in place. Small
air pockets can be pierced with a pin and smoothed out.
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ASSEMBLY

1. Bolt the hitch (#34) and the hitch braces (#32) to the frame (#1) using hardware
supplied. NOTE: A hitch spacer (#33) goes between the hitch braces (#32) at
each end.

2. Lift the frame off the ground and block up securely. Bolt the booms (#2 & #3) to
the center of the frame using boom clevis (#4) and 5/8” x 4” bolts and lock nuts.
There is a boom clevis at the top and bottom of the frame. NOTE: The front
booms (hitch end) are 2” shorter than the rear booms.

3. Bolt the gang assemblies under the booms using U-bolts (#7), lockwashers and
hex nuts. Turn the cupped side of the discs as shown in the drawing below.

Position the gangs at the hitch end about 3 3/4” apart as shown in the drawing.
Position the rear discs so they are centered between the front ones to give the
maximum uniform coverage.

NOTE: Optional plain discs are available for the rear gangs only. The front gangs
at the hitch end use the standard notched discs.
