The sole obligation of Amity is limited to the repair or replacement, whichever Amity
chooses, of those parts which Amity, in its sole discretion, determines to have failed as a result
of a defect in workmanship or material occurring during the Warranty Period. Such defective
part will, at the option of Amity, either be repaired or replaced to the Purchaser through an
authorized Amity dealer. The Purchaser must, within the Warranty Period, give written notice
to an authorized Amity dealer and the dealer will have a reasonable time to repair or replace
the defective part. Amity’s dealer’s claimed labor hours must be fair, reasonable and
consistent with industry practice.

Thank you for your purchase of the 2024 Auger
Soil Sampler.

Note: Amity includes brackets that will fit most
ATVs. We welcome you to make your own
brackets for a proper fit.

1. Use the flat iron bracket with an elbow to
secure the bottom base of the sampler mast
to the foot rest of the ATV. Use the u-clamp
that is provided. [Figure 1]

2. Mount sampler to the ATV frame so the
collection bucket is 6 to 8 inches off the ]
ground. Figure 1

3. Use the four strap metals to fasten the top of
the sampler; these can be mounted on either
the front or back rack. Use any spare holes
or bolts on the top of the mask to secure the
straps. [Figure 2]

Honda Power Unit

1. Mount the Honda power unit on the back rack
with bolts and plates provided. [Figure 3]

2. The red (+) and black (-) wires will attach to
the power source. Power is needed to run
the electric over hydraulic valves.

3. Run the Honda engine at a speed you are
comfortable with. Engine rpm determines the
rpm of the auger.

4. Turn the hydraulic valves in and out for
controlling the up and down speed as well as Figure 3
the auger. [Figure 4]

Note: While taking a sample be sure the
bucket is on level ground (not on a rock or a
lump of dirt) DO NOT MOVE ATV WITH
AUGER IN THE GROUND as it will be
damaged. Listen to the engine, if it sounds
like it is about to stall, release the button and
wait for it to catch up before continuing (you
may have to increase engine RPM or lower
pressure)

5. On the top of the mask there are two
tightening bolts, make sure they are loose
enough that the roller wheels slide freely so
the sprocket gear does not bind on the rail
mast. [Figure 5]

Note: These two bolts are also used to adjust
the auger front wards or backwards for lining
up the auger for the collection bucket.

6. Rods slide through the black container box
which can be moved left or right to line up the
auger for entering the hole in the collection
bucket. [Figure 6]

7. Adjust the auger by using the set screw to
slide the auger up and down for a best fit to
enter the collection bucket.

Recommendation: Set the auger to ¥4 inch in
the bucket to keep it lined up properly.

8. Adjust the lock collar to fit your own sampling
depths, and to trigger the sampler to stop at
different heights. [Figure 7]

9. Before using your sampler, check the set
screw that holds the auger in place and the
two set screws that hold the spur gear in
place. [Figure 8]

Note: Clean and oil the auger regularity to
improve sampling ease
